Some of
our guests drive to McCall or Salmon, Idaho and need charter flights before or after their raft trip. We
recommend Salmon Air, (800) 448-3413, http://www.salmonair.com/river_trips.html or McCall Air, (800)
992-6559, http://www.mccallaviation.com/summer-fares.html.

Tell your
pilot you are staying at the Stagecoach Inn. He may be able to radio ahead and the Stagecoach Inn will send
a courtesy van to pick you up at Salmon airport.
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« SALMON TO SALMON ITINERARY:: Many of our guests drive directly to Salmon, Idaho to begin their
trip. Plan to arrive in Salmon no later than 7 pm on the day prior to your launch date, to attend the pre-trip
meeting at the Stagecoach Inn. You’ll need to reserve a charter flight from McCall back to Salmon after your
trip ends. You’ll also need lodging before and after your trip. Plan to spend the night before your trip at
the Stagecoach Inn in Salmon — 208-756-2919. After your trip, most guests immediately fly from McCall
to Salmon, departing McCall around 4:30 PM, and spend the night in Salmon to begin the trip home the next
day. In this case, reserve lodging at the Stagecoach Inn the night the trip ends. Or, you can also spend the
night your trip ends in McCall, and then fly to Salmon the next day or later to begin your trip home.
